Improvement in care and outcomes for children
and families in child welfare improves societal
public health

US survelllance system (mandated reporting & CPS
response) leads to an estimated 4.5% of all children
(3,000,000) yearly involved in maltreatment



























Stages of Implementation Completion (SIC)

Measures Implementation @ Multiple Levels:
System, Practitioner, Child/Family

8 Stages: Involvement:
1. Engagement System
2. Considering feasibility System

3. Planning/readiness
